Dear Mums, Dads and Carers,

As we approach the month of May, we wanted to confirm the arrangements for the SATs tests that are undertaken by all Year 6 pupils.

The government have confirmed that these will go ahead and this year, sees the reinstatement of the Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar (SPaG) test.

The tests will take place during the week of the 9th May and will run in the following timetable order:

· Monday 9th May: English grammar, punctuation and spelling Paper 1: questions and English grammar, punctuation and spelling Paper 2: spelling 
· Tuesday 10th May: English reading 
· Wednesday 11th May: Mathematics Paper 1: arithmetic and Mathematics Paper 2: reasoning 
· Thursday 12th May: Mathematics Paper 3: reasoning
The tests will take place in the same way that mock tests have been carried out during the course of the year, with some pupils working in smaller groups outside of the main classroom.

We will be providing breakfast for Year 6 pupils during testing week, Monday to Thursday – pupils do not need to arrive any earlier than normal; breakfast will be served during registration time.

Please ensure that your child arrives on time every day during that week, so that we are able to begin revision sessions and commence the tests on time – this is vitally important on the days where there is more than one test taking place. Can we please ask that children have a good night’s rest each night during SATs week – most of the days have at least an hour’s worth of tests and we want to ensure that the children come in to school as refreshed as possible, so that they can truly demonstrate their potential.

Please avoid arranging appointments during this week – if an appointment is needed, can you please arrange it for an afternoon slot (tests will be finished by midday) or for Friday 13th May when no tests are scheduled to take place.

The children are well versed in how the tests work – we have carried out 4 sets of mock tests during the course of the year. If your child does have any concerns, they can talk to any member of staff about what their worries are, and they know that we are very proud of their achievements so far. If there are any concerns, please make your child’s class teacher aware so that we can address these and put in any support that may be required.
