	Children are taught music on a weekly basis in their classes.  Putteridge Primary School follows the Kapow scheme of work for delivery of this. Each year group has a weekly singing session with a qualified singing teacher.  


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Pupils in Years 4 to 6 have the opportunity to take part in before school brass band (in conjunction with Putteridge High School).  They also have the opportunity to learn the violin from Mrs Santana.  
Instruments are loaned from Luton Music Service.
The children have opportunities to use a range of resources to create their own instruments during break and lunchtimes as part of commitment to OPAL.  
We have a radio on the playground at lunchtimes so children can listen to and sing along to music.  


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	All children from Reception to Year 6 perform at Christmas.
Musical performances in assemblies by children playing the violin and brass band instruments.  
The music teachers and ex pupils from Putteridge High School delivered a musical assembly to KS2 children to demonstrate the types of instruments that the children could learn to play.  
Year 6 children perform an end of year production to all children and the year 6 parents.  
A cheerleading club operates after school which is open to children from year 1 to year 6 enabling them to perform routines to music.
